Re: Packing of goods as per our order No. 154 

Further to our telephone conversation of today, we confirm the method of packing concerning our order No. 154 of 10 March 2009.

Men's socks.

These must be packed in groups of six pairs, all of the same type, in standard cardboard boxes, to the outside of which should be applied printed labels stating:

a) materials used in manufacture

b) length

c) colour and size.

The boxes should be then placed into strong cardboard boxes, each of which should contain packs of just one size, which is to be clearly stated on at least two adjoining sides.

Each box should be covered in jute, sewn and sealed, and then all of them placed in a wooden crate bearing the mark "H" followed by the net and gross weights expressed in kilogrammes.

We hope you will give the greatest possible attention to the packing, and we trust you will despatch the goods promptly.
