Doc 1: A few definitions (incomplete list)
Gender identity    
_____________________: A person who lives as a member of a gender other than that expected based on sex or gender assigned at birth. Sexual orientation varies and is not dependent on gender identity.
_____________________: a transgender person who was assigned male at birth but whose gender identity is that of a woman and who affirms their transgender history.
_____________________: a transgender person who was assigned female at birth but whose gender identity is that of a man and who affirms their transgender history.
_____________________: someone who feels comfortable with the gender identity assigned to them based on their sex assigned at birth.
Sexual identity    
_____________________: Women who experience sexual, romantic, physical, and/or spiritual attraction to other women.
_____________________: Used in some cultural settings to represent men who are attracted to men in a romantic, erotic and/or emotional sense. 
_____________________: A person who experiences sexual, romantic, physical, and/or spiritual attraction to more than one gender, not necessarily at the same time, in the same way, or to the same degree.
___________________________________: a person sexually attracted to people of the opposite sex.
_____________________: A person who does not experience sexual attraction. They may or may not experience emotional, physical, or romantic attraction. Asexuality differs from celibacy in that it is a sexual orientation, not a choice. People who are asexual may call themselves ace.
_____________________: A person who experiences little or no romantic attraction to others.
_____________________: An attraction to people regardless of their gender. 
Gender expression
___________________________________: refers to people who do not follow other society's ideals or stereotypes about how they should look or act based on the sex assigned at birth.
___________________________________: refers to people who do follow society's ideals or about how they should look or act based on the sex assigned at birth.
Other terms
_____________________: A political statement, as well as a sexual orientation, which advocates breaking binary thinking and seeing both sexual orientation and gender identity as potentially fluid. The term is a simple label to explain a complex set of sexual behaviors and desires. For example, a person who is attracted to multiple genders may identify as _________. Many older LGBT people feel the word has been hatefully used against them for too long and are reluctant to embrace it. “________” can be used as an umbrella term to refer to all LGBTQI people.
_____________________: An individual who is unsure of and/or exploring their gender identity and/or sexual orientation.
_____________________: a set of medical conditions that feature congenital anomaly of the reproductive and sexual system. That is, these people are born with “sex chromosomes,” external genitalia, or internal reproductive systems that are not considered “standard” for either male or female. Their existence shows that there are not just two sexes and that our ways of thinking about sex (trying to force everyone to fit into either the male box or the female box) is socially constructed.
_____________________: Prejudice against individuals and groups who display non-heterosexual behaviors or identities, combined with the majority power to impose such prejudice. Usually used to the advantage of the group in power. Any attitude, action, or practice backed by an institutional power that subordinates people because of their sexual orientation
_____________________: Someone who confronts heterosexism, anti- LGBTQIA biases, heterosexual and cisgender privilege in themselves and others; believes that heterosexism, homophobia, biphobia, and transphobia are social justice issues.

Who does Swift address, directly and indirectly? What topics does she tackle? What are the messages of her song? What strategies does she resort to to convey her messages?TS addresses haters, people who harass LBTQI+ people they don’t know in the street or, more often than not, on the internet on social media (N5). 
Her tone varies. She is, in turns,
· empathic / caring  (she seemingly worries about the health of haters / she pities them)
· Condescending/ patronizing  (she looks down on them and makes fun of them)
· Annoyed at/with the noise they make and the disturbance they cause
Posting insults in a Tweet/ cyberbullying / insulting people from behind a screen, a keyboard, the anonymity of a pseudonym on the sly is a coward attitude / a proof of cowardice.
Original saying: “sticks and stones may break my bones (but words will never hurt me)”

[image: ]GAY ANTHEMS - document 3: “Taylor Swift releases star-studded video for "You Need To Calm Down," challenging anti-LGBTQ beliefs”

[bookmark: _Hlk15224321]Taylor Swift is considered by fans to be the queen of innuendo, metaphors and hidden Easter eggs and her latest music video is chock-full of subtle nuance and not-so-subtle star power. "You Need To Calm Down" acts as an anthem for anyone who has felt a patronizing glare or has been told to "calm down" in a condescending way. And the music video celebrates the antithesis of these feelings: acceptance.
[bookmark: _Hlk15224341]The second the synth-heavy pop tune begins, some intentional yet not-so-obvious symbols flash across the screen. First, it's a framed photo of a simple quote: "Mom, I am a rich man." Cher uttered the iconic stereotype-busting line to her mother, who suggested she settle down and marry a rich man. 
[bookmark: _Hlk15224357]Swift then throws her flaming phone on her bed — perhaps a comment on society's current addiction with technology and social media. Soon, she is laying in an above-ground pool outside of a burning mobile home. 
Her trailer park is atypical — it's filled with celebrities, most of them an integral part of LGBTQ visibility. Laverne Cox waters her flowers as Dexter Mayfield dances in his yard and Hannah Hart does bicep curls with a boombox.
Later in the video, Jesse Tyler Ferguson and Justin Mikita get married – and Ciara officiates. Hayley Kiyoko, Chester Lockhart, and RuPaul also make appearances, as do cast members of "RuPaul's Drag Race." The queens are dressed like Swift and other fellow pop stars.
The real Taylor sips tea with the "Queer Eye" guys and Todrick Hall, who was an executive producer for the video. 
And the famous faces keep making cameos: Ryan Reynolds focuses on a rainbow painting, Olympic skater Adam Ripon sells snow cones and Ellen DeGeneres gets a "cruel summer" tattoo from Adam Lambert. Billy Porter does his best runway walk past a group of protesters.
[bookmark: _Hlk15224370]The protestors show up in the video often. They hold hateful — and often misspelled — signs and condemn Swift and her friends. But this group doesn't faze Swift and her pals.
The video culminates in a food fight, during which Swift, dressed like French fries, finds and comforts Katy Perry, who is dressed like a hamburger. In real life, the two singers publicly ended their infamous feud last week, with Perry sharing a photo of the cookies Swift baked her.
While this prolonged tiff has ended, Swift appears to take a jab at Kim Kardashian and Kanye West in the song. "Snakes and stones never broke my bones," she belts[footnoteRef:1]. When the pop star and rapper found themselves embroiled in a 2016 feud, several Instagram users "trolled" Swift by leaving a bombardment comments featuring snake emojis all over her Instagram posts. [1:  To belt (music) = to play loudly] 

Swift did not accept the "snake" persona at first but she took ownership of it when creating her "Reputation" album in 2017. Snakes were heavily featured in the album's songs and music videos.
Her newest album, "Lover," has a completely different vibe. "You Need To Calm Down," the second single off the yet-to-be-released LP, talks about acceptance, letting people be themselves and not putting them down — or as Swift puts it, not stepping on our gowns.
She appears to take direct aim at homophobic and anti-LGBTQ beliefs in the lyrics. "You just need to take several seats and then try to restore the peace/And control your urges to scream about all the people you hate/'Cause shade never made anybody less gay," she sings.

Taylor Swift an LGBTQI ally or not? What 'You Need To Calm Down' says about minority representation

Is Taylor Swift an LGBTQI ally or just another celebrity cashing in on a social cause?
Earlier this month, the pop superstar released the star-studded film clip for her song You Need To Calm Down — and the reaction has been polarising, to say the least.
With its shout-out to the American LGBTQI support group GLAAD and condemnation of homophobes, the track is undeniably positioned as a gay anthem. The music video made that message even clearer by featuring well-known LGBTQI celebrities like Ru Paul, Ellen DeGeneres and the Queer Eye cast. 
Some in the LGBTQI community, like Queer Eye's Karamo Brown, have applauded Swift for championing equal rights.
But others say the song conflates the criticism Swift receives as a rich, white, cis-gender celebrity with homophobic vitriol, and that it's another example of Swift strategically aligning herself with a community and movement in order to boost sales.
So, is Swift a true ally or is she hijacking the LGBTQI plight for commercial gain and cachet? And does the music video's one-dimensional portrayal of queerness actually reduce a diverse community into a sequin-loving stereotype? (…)
We're not here to hate (hate, hate, hate) on Swift or praise her for finally getting political. We're simply using the uncomfortable questions her latest song poses as a way to consider the real ethical issue: representation and misrepresentation in pop culture. 
Last month, Swift started a Change.Org petition for the US Senate to support the Equality Act, designed to protect LGBTQI people from discrimination in their places of work, homes, schools and public accommodation. Indeed, her latest film clip pushes to the petition. (…)
So, why the fuss about her new song?
Joshua Badge is a lecturer in philosophy at Deakin University and a queer activist. He says Swift's sudden support should be examined closely.
"If the criticism of her work previously is that she's been too apolitical, releasing a gay pride song during Gay Pride Month attached to a political petition to change laws — well, that's just an excellent business move, isn't it?" he says. 
For Mr Badge, the timing, aesthetic and political nature of her new song could be viewed as what's known in queer theory as pink washing.
"Pink washing is a kind of marketing strategy of promoting brands or products by depicting them as gay-friendly or gay-inclusive," he explains.
"Performing this gay-friendliness or 'allyship', as you might call it, is a way for an individual to gain social or political capital because gay rights are this kind of marker of civilisation and modernity.
"But to think about it critically for a second, it is effectively a way of profiting off human rights struggles."
Through visually and lyrically showing her support for LGBTQI rights and featuring a bunch of queer celebrities in her clip, Swift stands to gain millions of dollars.
But some don't think that's such a bad thing.
Salvatore Babones, an American-born sociologist and associate professor at the University of Sydney, says "cashing in on current trends" is what pop artists do.
"Would we want there to be a sombre Gay Pride Month every June where everybody who is not gay stayed silent, stayed home, did nothing to mention queerness or gay rights because that must belong to gay people and was their specialty?" he posits.
"I think that would be a terrible solution, but that's the solution implied by saying that a straight artist can't do a bad job of celebrating queerness.
"Of course, Taylor Swift can make a video that she believes is supporting the queer community, and she can do it during Gay Pride Month and she can do it to try and make money. (…)
Double J's Caz Tran explains, "[In the song] she is talking about herself and sort of equating the hardship she has encountered as a high-profile celebrity with the longstanding suffering, persecution and denigration and every word to describe the adversity the queer community has faced. That makes me uncomfortable as a listener.” (…)
According to Mr Badge, the LGBTQI stars appear almost like "props" in Swift's narrative. Instead of choosing to collaborate with an artist from the queer community — and split the profits of the song with them — she's at the centre of the narrative.
And herein lies the problem with someone sharing the story of a community of which he or she isn't a part.
"The danger of having stories told by people who don't have the authority of experience is that they're really one-dimensional," says Mr Badge.

The Equality Act, which would prohibit discrimination on the basis of sex, sexual orientation and gender identity, is moving to the Senate after being passed by the House of Representatives – and it could affect what's taught in classrooms.
The Equality Act would enable protections within education, particularly on how teachers implement LGBTQ-inclusive curriculum.
"It signals to educators who are not part of our community that they, too, can hopefully implement language, representation and curriculum that is LGBTQ inclusive," the director of Education and Youth Programs at the LGBTQ+ education advocacy group GLSEN said.
Up until the late 2000s, most LGBTQ+-inclusive teaching was pushed aside or hidden from students – if it wasn’t actively discouraged by states. Five states – Alabama, Louisiana, Mississippi, Oklahoma and Texas – have laws that forbid teachers from discussing LGBTQ+ topics in a positive light. In contrast, five states – California, Colorado, Illinois, New Jersey and Oregon, as well as some counties in Maryland and Virginia – have laws that force teachers to be inclusive of the LGBTQ community. Some laws demand that teachers portray LGBTQ topics in a negative light. 
Even in states where restrictive laws don’t exist, some teachers don’t feel comfortable teaching these topics because of lack of support within their school districts, from their principal or from the parents. There could be actual repercussions for them.
The Equality Act could change that. It would protect LGBTQ teachers and could empower other educators to teach inclusively without fear of being fired.

“Still fighting”
Gay rights have come a long way in the US but the LGBTQ community still faces threats in the form of legislation, discrimination and even violence.
In 1969, New York City Police raided Stonewall Inn, a gay bar in Greenwich Village. Riots broke out sparkling 6 days of violent protest known as the Stonewall Riots. Days after the Stonewall uprising, LGBTQ rights demonstrations took place in New-York. This is generally considered the first major demonstration for gay rights. 
One year later, in 1970 came the first Pride marches. 8 years after that, the iconic 6-stripe rainbow flag was created at the request of activist Harvey Milk and became the stamp of pride.
In 2015 came another milestone. The Supreme Court legalized same-sex marriage nationwide but this didn’t mean the end of discrimination.
LGBTQ Americans still face legalized discrimination when it comes to housing, jobs, healthcare, parenting, and even prison. Many states still lack laws banning discrimination based on sexual orientation and bills that would curtail gay rights keep appearing. In 2018, more than 100 bills were proposed that the human rights campaigns consider anti- LGBTQ. Examples include Religious Freedom Acts, religious exemptions and transgender bathrooms laws. In 2020, at least 44 transgender people were killed, most of whom were transgender women and people of colour. These fatalities were reported in 18 states and Puerto Rico and across 32 cities and towns. And in 2021 state legislators across the country saw more than 2 050 more anti-LGBTQ laws many of which targeted transgender youth.
